When
they reached it, the Lord sent down burning sulfur on Sodom and Gomorrah. All
the people living there were wiped out, even the plants in the land. BUT, Lot’s
wife couldn’t take it. She looked back! When she did, she became a pillar made
out of salt. What happened to Lot’s wife? She looked back and turned into salt.
She did not obey God.

14. Make a baby. Remember God’s promise to Sarah? She got pregnant and had a

baby boy just like God said! Abraham was 100 years old. Sarah was very happy.
But as he grew, she saw Ishmael making fun of Isaac. So Sarah demanded Hagar



and Ishmael be sent away. God told Abraham to listen to his wife and not to
worry. And remember Hagar, Sarah’s servant? God took care of her and baby
Ishmael too.

15. Some time later, God tested Abraham. God told him to take his only son and give
him as a burnt offering. Do you think Abraham obeyed? He was supposed to kill
his only son and sacrifice him with fire. Well, he did obey. Read Genesis 22:1-
2: What was God doing? So early the next morning, Abraham got up and loaded
his donkey. He took Isaac. As they carried the wood, fire and knife.

16.But the Angel of the Lord called out to Abraham from heaven and said, “Do not
lay a hand on the boy. Do not harm him. Now [ know that you would do
anything for God.” Abraham looked around and saw a ram caught by its horns in
a bush. He took the ram and gave that as a sacrifice. The angel of the Lord said,
“You have not held back your only son, so I will bless you. [ will make your
family as many as the stars in the sky, as many as the grains of sand on the
seashore. All of these things will happen because you obeyed me.” Can you
think of someone else that sacrificed his only son? God did! Our Heavenly
Father gave His one and only son, Jesus, to die on the cross because God
loves us so much!
